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TOwer premiers 
Midwest style at 
Strip condo

They are found on the East 
Coast and in the Midwest, 
mainly in New York and Chi­
cago. They are rarely found 
west of the Mississippi. 

Paul Duna, 37, of Chicago is 
one of them. He has been one 
since he was 17 years old. And 
now he is the first one in Las 
Vegas. 

Duna is a doorman at Trump 
International Hotel & Tower 
Las Vegas - the first resi­
dential doorman in the valley. 
Duna greets and opens doors 
for potential condominium 
buyers at the Trump sales of­
fice at 3128 Las Vegas Blvd. 
South. When the Tower is com­
plete in early 2008 he will take 
over 15 years of experience 
with him to the new location. 

Designed by Bergman, Walls 
and Associates Architects, the 
2 million-square-foot, 64-story, 
24-carat gold glass-encased 
tower is being built by Perini 
Construction. The project's 
interior design firm is Design 
360 Unlimited. Prices range 
from the $700,000s to $7 mil­
lion. Buvers have five options 
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They can live in the unit full­
time or part-time, rent it out 
themselves, rent it through 
Trump hotel operations or use 
an outside property manage­
ment company to rent their 
unit. 

Residents and guests at the 
Trump Tower will receive 
on-site conveniences which 
include 24-hour concierge and 
security services; a profes­
sionally-managed spa, fitness 
center and salon; a heated 
outdoor pool and sundeck with 
a bar; a business center with 
meeting facilities; prompt and 
polite doorman and valet park­
ing services; and gourmet and 
casual dining. 

"With new developments of 
condominiums such as Trump 
Thwers bringing a new way of 
living with accommodations 
such as a professional door­
man to greet their residents 
and serve them with their 
daily needs, Las Vegas is now 
the place to live," Duna said. 

In Chicago, Paul belonged 
to the Service Employees In­
ternational Union (SEIU) Lo­
call. There are 1,200 to 1,300 
doormen in the union, which 
provides services for apart­
ment, condominium and coop­
eratives buildings, according 
to Carl Ricotti, director of resi­
dential, SEIU Local 1. Ricotti 
said the doormen receive full 
benefits, health, pensions, and 
training fund for five courses 
each must attend. The aver­
age salary is $14 an hour not 

from the residents. According 
to Duna, some doormen have 
made over six figures in one 
year. 

"The Trump Brand speaks 
for itself. We felt since the 
doorman is an integral part 
of the Trump International 
Hotels, it was imperative that 
we give that great, great first 
impression and long last ing 
image. The purchasers go 
'Wow,'" said Jack Christie, vice 
president of sales and market­
ing of Trump Las Vegas. 

Dressed in a black suit, 
white shirt, gold tie with black 
stripes, a black hat with a 
patent leather bill and white 
gloves, Duna said, "When I 
worked at the Drake Hotel in 
Chicago, my uniform was a 
black suit with gold braids on 
the shoulders and a gold stripe 
on the outside of each pant 
leg. At State Parkway Condo­
miniums, I wore a mint cream 
sport coat, black pants, white 
shirt and black tie."
