Nearly all of the building's 
1,282 units have been sold. 
Fewer than 12 units remain 
available, according to Chris­
tie. 

"This has proven to be one 
of the most successful Trump 
developments in the country," 
he said. "The Trump brand 
name, combined with top 
notch design and construction 
teams, make it an attractive 
purchase for buyers from 
around the world." 

The tower will be comprised 
of 1,282 condominium apart­

ments, with studio units, one 
bedroom units and one-, two­
and three-bedroom penthouse 
suites. 

Prices range from the 
$700,000s to $7 million. 

Buyers can live in the unit 
full time or part time, rent it 
out themselves, rent it through 
Trump hotel operations or use 
an outside property manage­
ment company. 

On-site amenities for resi­
dents and guests include 24­
hour concierge and security 
services, professionally man­
aged spa, fitness center and 
salon. 

Additional amenities in­
clude heated outdoor pool and 

.sundeck with a bar, business 
center with meeting facilities, 
valet parking services, gour­
me·t and casual dining and 
doorman services.
