tower being built on a portion of 
he New Frontier Hotel property,· 

nt','r the Fashion Show Mall and 
the Wynn Las Vegas resort and golf 
course. 

The tower will feature 1,282 
. condominium hotel units, consist­

ing of 880 studio and 352 one-bed­
room suites on the 16th through 
59th floors, and 50 deluxe one- to 
three-bedroom penthouse suites 
on the upper five floors. The 
J omes have one to 3 ll2 baths. 

Prices· range from the $600,000s 
to $6 million. 

Features include contemporary­
style furnishings, such as glass cof­
fee tables with gold-tone Jinishes 
and Brazilian rosewood dining ta­
bles with tufted upholstered chairs, 
lighted by silver-toned chandeliers. 

Floor-to-ceiling windows will 
maximize views of the valley, and 
11 European-style kitchens are 
qulppecro-wrth W01f,-Bosch, Dacor 

and Sub-Zero appliances. 
The living rooms will feature 

dark olive carpet with geometric

A sales center is located at 3128 
Las Vegas Blvd.S., at the northwest 
corner of the Las Vegas Strip and 
Fashion Show Lane. The $3-mil­
lion free-standing bUilding features 
two model homes - a studio and a 
one-bedroom suite. Both are fur­
nished and decorated in a fashion 
similar to the actual units.
