T he 64-story Trump Interna­
tional Hotel & Tower Las 
Vegas, featuring gold­

plated windows, is designed to 
stand out in the city's skyline, but 
it's the service that will push it 
over the top, according to Joel 
Bergman, principal in charge of 
the project's architectural firm ­
Bergman, Walls & Associates Ar­
chitects. 

A joint venture between devel­
oper Donald J. Trump and his 
longtime friend Phil G. Ruffin, the 
2 million-square-foot tower is be­
ing built on a portion of the New 
Frontier Hotel property, near the 
Fashion Show Mall and the Wynn 
Las Vegas resort and golf course.. 

A typical example of the high 
level of service to be offered will be

valet parking all the time, allowing 
residents and guests to ent~r the 
tower through the main entrance, 
where they will be greeted by a 
round-the-clock doonnan. And 
the multilevel parking structure 
will provide the valet staff quick 
access to ensure fast vehicle re­
turn. 

The first-floor lobby will em­
phasize cozy niches, providing 
spots to meet clients or friends, 
make phone calls or enjoy cock­
tails. 

High-speed elevators will move 

guests at speeds of 1,600 feet per 
minute, and an express car flies up 
to the penthouse suites. 

The deve1opme,nt will also offer 
24-hour concierge and security 
services; a professionally managed 
.spa, fitness center and salon; a 
heated outdoor pool with a sun 
deck and a bar; a business center 
with meeting facilities; and gour­
met and casual restaurants. 

"Our strategy is to convey 
through our design the luxury, el­
egance and superior service ex­
pected at a Trump project," Berg­
man said. "We sought an 
appearance and functionality that 
not only set the building apart 
from its neighbors, but also indi­
cate the remarkable atmosphere 
within." 

The tower will feature 1,282 
condominium hotel units, consist­
ing of 880 studio and 352 one-bed­
room suites on the 16th through 
59th floors, and 50 deluxe one- to 
three-bedroom penthouse SUites, 
on the upper five floors. The 
homes have one to 3 1(., baths. 

Prices range from the $600,000s 
to $6 million. 

Features include contemporary­
style furnishings, such as glass cof­
fee 'tables with gold-tone finishes 
and Brazilian rqsewood dining ta­
bles with tufted upholstered 
chairs, lighted by silver-toned 
chandeliers. 

Floor-to-ceiling windows will 
maximize views of the valley, and 
the European-style kitchens are 
equipped with Wolf, Bosch, Dacor
