On Thursdaym~rning 
Donald Trump was as high as 
the tower on the Strip thatwill 
soon bear his name. 

As other Las Vegas high-" 
rise projects fail to make it 
past the artist's rendering " 
stages, Trump enjoyedwhat 
he termed "explosive"activ­
ity over the weekend at his 
Trump International sales 
center near the New Frontier 
on the Strip. 

With a floor being complet­
ed everyfive days, construc­
tion is far ahead ofschedule on 
the golden-planed 1,283-unit 
tower. Trump says the project 
might open in time for a siz­
zling party on New Year's Eve 
2007; previously the opening 
date had been approximated

room for $5 million). Trump 
had announced that the pur­

. chase price would be raised by 
15 percent on Monday, causing 
a late rush ofbuyers over the 
weekend, he said. 

Those who already owned 
units were given a shot ata 
second residence at the lower 
price, and the flurry ofactiv­
ity led to a windfall in excess 
of$200 million (and a packed 
parkinglot at the Trump 
International sales office). 

Trump said the high 
demand created a backlog 
ofbuyers, promptinghim to 
move the deadline to purchase 
the units at the lower price 
back to May15. 

"This project is a tremen­
dous success," Trump said 
Thursdaybyphone from his 
office in NewYork. "Others 
aren't doingwell, butwe are." 

Trump was referring to at 
least a half-dozen projects that 
have faltered recently in the 
local high-rise condo market, 
includingLas Ramblas, Aqua 
Blue, Krystal Sands, Icon 
Las Vegas, Ivana Las Vegas 
(fronted byTrump's ex, Ivana 
Trwnp) and the Curve. 

Trump was characteristi­
cally immodest when asked 
whatseparates his project 
from the others. 

"I think it's location, brand 
and great architecture," he 
said. "The rooms are fantastic, 
the contractors have done a 
greatjob and we have sold a 
tremendous number ... we will 
be sold out very shortly." 

Trump, who was in Scot­
land over the weekend, said 
he will return to Las Vegas in­
a couple ofweeks to check on 
the project. Trump Interna­
tional is a joint partnership 
with New Frontier owner 
Phil Ruffin; deal-maker 
Jack Wishna, president and 
chiefexecutive officer ofthe 
business consulting company 
CPAmerica, brought the sides 
together.
